Article III.
Members



Membership will be based on involvement within the group and should be able to display a positive attitude. Membership will be a simple process of meeting the RSO executive board and attending one of the RSO events during the semester. After the event there name will be recorded in the RSO’s member database. Membership into the organization will be open to all Ferris students not discriminating against age, race, social background, or sex. The organization is open to all who enjoy computers and computer related activates. The position and duties of the staff advisor will be an overseer of operations of the RSO and its activities. Their duties will be to give guidance and share their experience in computing needs.

Article IV.
Officers



The election of executive officers will be done by a simple ballet vote among the members of the organization. The executive officers will hold their position for the entire school year and if an executive officer leaves during their term the president will appoint a new person for the absent position. 


President: The president’s duties will be to setup times and dates for RSO meetings/events and provide leadership and guidance for the general direction of the club. At RSO events the president will maintain order and oversee the operations of events and meetings.


Vice President: The vice president’s duties will be to contact outside venders for sponsorship. Also he will be entrusted in promoting the RSO’s events and meetings and will also oversee the general operations of RSO events. In the case of the presidents absence then the vice president will assume full president responsibilities.


Secretary: The secretary’s duties will be to keep documentation of meeting minutes and RSO member literature. The secretary will also oversee general operations during RSO events and meetings.


Treasurer: The treasure’s duties will be to keep an up to date record of RSO finances and report them to the rest of the RSO during meetings and events. The treasurer will also be in charge of collecting money from members during RSO events when applicable. The treasurer will also be in charge of purchasing merchandise for RSO events/meetings. The treasurer will also oversee general operations during RSO events and meetings.


Community Service Contact: The community service contact’s duties will be to stay in contact with the Student Leadership and Activities organization. They will also be in charge of documenting community service hours that the RSO completes. The community service contact will also oversee general operations during RSO events and meetings.
Elections for new executive board members will be held two weeks prior to the close of Winter Semester and the training of those members will delegated after the new members have been elected.

Meetings


RSO meetings will be held in Arts & Science Commons 1008 bi monthly at the RSO LAN event. Meetings will discuss updates in the RSO, latest issues that concern the RSO’s views on computer technology, and upcoming RSO events. 
Article VI.
Committees



Committees will be formed/created when needed by the RSO executive board.


Article VII.
Finance



The RSO will charge an entrance fee to all RSO LAN events, deemed by the executive board. This fee will go toward equipment, food, and any other misc. expenses that the RSO might have to pay. The treasure will be in charge of collecting the entrance fees to the RSO events.
